Section 106 Agreement  - Affordable Housing


Cllr Anderson reported that he has contacted both Braintree District Council and Suffolk 
Housing who are all happy to discuss a change in wording.  Cllr Anderson will shortly be 
making contact with the John Nott Charity also to discuss the issues.  

A new list of eligibility criteria was provisionally agreed amongst councillors and on the face 
of it seemed acceptable to the other parties who were contacted.  Therefore, Cllr Anderson 
will contact the John Nott Charity and go back to BDC and Suffolk Housing. Once an 
initial agreement is made with all parties, the amended wording will be circulated to each, 
plus the parish councillors and a decision will be sought accordingly.  This item will come 
back to the Parish Council agenda at such time as a formal resolution is required.
8.
Winter Salt Bag Partnership 2013/14

The Clerk reported that there are some leaflets which need to be delivered to each volunteer 
under the scheme, and that their signature confirming that they are willing to undertake the 
volunteering and that they have received all the information, is required for the Council’s 
records.  The Clerk will forward all information to Cllr Tufnell, who will distribute it to the 
volunteers accordingly.

Roads

A few issues were discussed and reported:
· Cllr Tufnell reported that a group of volunteers will be clearing and tidying up verges around the village during October.
· The Clerk has put a request into the Local Highways Panel, to put a ‘20’s Plenty’ scheme in place along the road in front of the school.  This request will go to the panel at their next available meeting.

· Speed Survey:  the results of the survey have been forwarded to the Local Highways Panel to validate a scheme of measures, such as painting ‘SLOW’ on parts of the roads and more repeater signs for the 30mph zone.

· Overhanging tree:  Cllr Holder is following this up.

· Concrete Posts:  Cllr Anderson is following this up.

Playground

The Parish Council have been concerned about the amount of weeds and thistles which are 
continuing to grow on the playground.  The hedge at the front of the playground has been 
brought down to a lower level, but some work is still needed to be done.  Cllr Anderson will 
be following these issues up and a regular maintenance schedule will be drawn up.  The Clerk 
will also look into ordering new play bark for the surface.
